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The coilection of Palaearctic Ortlioptera formed by Dr. Malcolm
Eser has been presented by him to the Hope Museum, Oxford Uni-
vwesily. Owing to the kindness of Professor Sir Edward Poulton, it
tax been kkept until recently in the Eritish Museum (Natural Historvy),
vhere it formed a most useful suppiement to tiie Museum coiiection.
Ia the meantime, I was abie gradually to work through tlie Burr
trllection, (o check tie determinations and bring tiie nomenclature
ep tndate. This woric has been now completed aria tie coiiection
trevaved to Oxford, while a duplicate set of more interesting species
hs been kindiv presented to tlie British Muscum.

Ihe coilection proved to be of outstanding interest, in spite of tlie
Wimentable fact that tlie specimens suffered greatiy from having been
woeed in a depository during the Great War, previous t0 their remo-
nhto London.  As a consequence, many specimens are covered with
would, while pias of others are badiy corroded. Stiii more unfortu-
rile is the loss of apparentiy one or two boxes, containing speciniens
of the genera Dericorys and Podisma. In this way, tiie type of Po-

he majority of tire speciniens are, however, in fairiy good condi-

tonand form a very representative colicction of the Paiaearctic fauna,
ere particuianiy of the Western Europe.

The main component part of the coilection was formed by tlie
eol'ection which Dr. Burr purchased in 1897 from A. de Bormans.
%« proved i0 contain cotypes Of some species describved by de Bor-
rans himseif, by Azam, 1 Bolivar, Brisout, Brunner von Wattenwyl,
Kowss, Lucas, Pantel, Saulcy and Seoane.  Other cotypes MUst have
baer received Dy Dr. Burr himself from 1. Bolivar, Brunner von Wat-

trawyl, fkonnikov, Pictet and Saussure. Most of these cotypes have
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no special Inbels on them, bot the fact that they belong to the typical
series could e established by comparing the locality and date Jabels
with the data in the original descriptions.

Apart from the material reccived from other specialists, Dr. Burr's
collection includes good series of many species collected by him dur-
ing his travels. These ook him to Rumania, Bosnia, Hercegovina,
Dalmatia and Montencvro in 1808 to Dalmatia and Monlenegro again
in 1000, 1001 and 1000; to the Canaries and Madeira in 1910 to
Spain in o toog and again n 1011 to the Caucasus in 10125 and at
tmes to Normandy, Belginm, Auostria, cte. Since the collecting of
Orthoptera always received a special attention during these vovages,
many of which have heen undertaken with this sole purpose, the col-
Jection is now very rich in interesting species from the countries visi-
ted and is particularly valuable because the results of some of the col-
lecting trips have been recorded by Dr. Burr in a series of most vivid-
Iy written articles, containing a mass of interesting observations on
the distribution and habits of Orthoptera,

My work on the collection was a very pleasant and interesting task
and [am greatly obliged to Sir Edward Poulton for the permission to

undertake it.

The present paper consists of two parts.  In the first, some new
species found in the collection are described and notes on certain
less known species incladed.  The second part comprises a list of the
species which are represented in the collection by types of any deno-
mination (Lypes, cotypes and paratypes), with original references.
This is followed by an alphabetical index to the types, which will

make it casier to use the paper.
