Head well prominent above pronotum, scarcely punctured. aes
broadly oval; their vertical diameter searcely grealer than the subocisay
distance. Frontal ridge weakly concave. hut its margins very distinetiy
rajsed, Fastigium of vertex weakly sloping, concave, distinetly margina-
ted laterally and with afaint median raised line; foveolue of vertex weakly
concave,' but distinctly marginated,*irregularly trmpezoidal in shape,
Occiput moderately doping.

Sphingonotus freyi, sp.n.

The affinities of this interesting species are iiot clear. In tlic latest
monograph of the genus (Miatshenlto, 193637, Fos, XII, pp. 65—282),
species are grouped very largely on the haais of the hind femoral pattern
and aome of the resulting groups appear very artificial. In Mistsnunkao’s
key, the present species may be placed either iii tlir lucasir-group or in
that of savignyi, which latter is a particularly heterogeneous assemblage,
including such well-known species as savignyi and also tlir highly aberrant
fonti 1.Bol.; which has been referred by me to a special genus Vosseleriana.
On the other hand, the new species has some characters approximating
it to the genus Wernerella, which is very insufficiently known. It appenrs
and allied generd are thoroughlp nntl critically revised.

Q (type). Size under medium: rather robust: body with soft hairs.

Head moderately prominent above pronotum; rather coarsely punc-
tiired. Eyes broadly oval; their vertical diameter slightly less than the
subocular distance., Frontal ridge coarsely punctured, with weak and
very irregular lateral margins which disappear before reacliing clypeus.
Fastigium of vertex broad, strongly doping, weakly concave; margins
very indistinet and irregular; no median carinula: foveolae of vertex
very gsmail,irregular, scarcely concave, punctured. Occiput strongly
sloping.

Pronotum saddle-shaped, rugulose and coarsely punctured. Anterior
margin strongly crenuiated and with n decp sub-marginal furrow:
posterior margin rectangular, but tlie tip rounded. Transverse furrows
deep, complete: interspaces between them raised and rugulose. Median
carina weakly indicated in froiit of tlir first furrow: a pair of submedian
tubercles just in front of the posterior furrow: metazona convex longitu-
dinally, with raised shoulders and distinet broad depressions laterally
behind the posterior furrow, with a linear median carinula.  Lateral
lobe deeper than long; lower margin practically straight, but strongly
nscending forwards; lower posterior angls rounded, with n minnte
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triangular projection in front of it. Sternum broad; mesosternal in-
terspace nlinont twice as broad as long.

Blytra reaching the apex of hind tibia, their lengtli 5 times their
maximum width; venntioii somewhat loose; intercalnry rein practically
straight, approaching the discoidnl vein, but becoming irregular in tlie
apical tliird; discoidal area broad, with an irregular false longitudinal
vein: cells in front of tlie Jatter rnther large, while thosr beliind it are
small.

’osterior femur relatively broad and only little narrowed posteriorly;
its upper carina distinetly wavy and rather suddenly depressed in the
apienl third.

Subgenital plate broadly bi-lobate. Basal parts of lower ovipositor
valves wrinkled.

Colouration light sandy; face with traces of n dark fascia above tlie
anfennal bases; basal tliird of the elytra reddish-brown; one diffused
hrownish fascia beyond the middle, and a few brownish spots in the
apical part. Hind wing hyaline witli a very faint aiid interrupted narrow
fascin. Hind femur with a sharp black pre-apical fnscin; basal part
somewhat darkened. Hind tibia whitish, with faint grey fascia in tlie
basal tliird: its npicnl third also faintly grey.

3 (paratype). Face with a distinct blackish fnscin above antennal
bases. Intercalary vein distinct, sinuate. Apical tliird of hind tibia
distinetly grey. Supraanal plate with latero-basal lobes moderately
developed; their marging not crenulate. Subgenital plate normal.
